1. Foreign activities

1.1. Excursion in Austria

The Regional Committee focused on acquiring practical knowledge and exchanging teaching experience of its members through a 1-day visit to Austrian’s kindergartens in March 2013. During 1-day trip in Burgenland ( Kitsee, Pama, Neusiedl am See), 45 of our members visited 4 kindergartens. Their aim was to get to know how the kindergartens are organized, observe the classes in order to compare the ways in which they work as well as look at their files, documents and planning processes. The visit was quite comprehensive and time consuming, but all the members appreciated it and have been using what they learnt in their day-to-day work.
In February, before the actual visit to Austria, the Regional Committee held a meeting for all its regional members. Apart from being given detailed information about the upcoming visit to Austria, the members were informed about the Regional plan for 2013, the bank account statements, collection of membership fees, changes in the Regulations, etc.
1.2. European conference in Zagreb

The goal to establish new international contacts was reached at the 2013 European Conference of OMEP  “Play and playing in early childhood , which was held in May 2013 in Zagreb, Croatia. Slovakia was represented by Ing. Katarina Koledova and also participated in the OMEP Executive Committee Meeting, which followed the European Conference.
